4. Have a neighbor watch your home and stop all mail and news-
paper deliveries. — A pile of papers means you’re not at home
and check for things stuck on doors or door handles.

5. Place a stick in the sliding glass door channel to make it more
difficult to slide open the door.

6. If you see something out of the ordinary or strangers milling
around, call 911.
