PROPOSED RULE CHANGES

The following are proposed rule changes. Come to the
Wednesday, May 17th Board Meeting at 7:00 p.m. if you have any
concerns or questions about these proposed rules:

1. Dead trees and shrubs must be removed within a growing season.

2. The following proposed rules are for the indoor pool:

+ Children under 10 years of age are to be kept always in sight
by the supervising adult. Children under 5 years of age are to be kept
within arm’s length of the supervising adult.

+ Children not toilet trained are not allowed in the pool.

+ Inappropriate sexual behavior is not allowed.

+ Only one-person flotation devices are allowed in the Indoor
Pool. These devices cannot interfere with other residents’ ability to
swim and use the pool.

+ Food, glass containers, gum and alcoholic drinks are not
allowed in the pool area. Only water is allowed.

3. The following proposed rules are for the spa:

+ No playing or jumping in the spa.

+ Inappropriate sexual behavior is not allowed.

+ Persons should spend no more than 15 minutes in the spa at
any one session. Long exposure may result in nausea, dizziness or
fainting.

+ Persons suffering from heart disease, diabetes, high blood
pressure or other health concerns should consult a physician before
using the spa.
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
